. Before marking your vote you

must first show this ballot paper
to a witnessing officer. (Pecple
who can be a witnessing officer
are listed on the back of this
ballot paper). You must mark
your vote in the presence of the
witnessing officer and he or she
will sign the counterfoil.

Your vote is secret— You
should NOT show the
witnessing officer how you vote.

. The instructions on how to mark

the ballot paper is set out on the
ballot paper itself.

. 'Make no other mark whatever

on the front of the form.

. Fold the right hand portion of

the form over the center, so as
to bring the back of the form
uppermost. Then fold the left
hand portion over this, bringing
the counterfoil uppermost.

. Your vote will then be doubly

concealed.

. Then in the space provided in

the counterfoil sign your name
in English cursive script in the
presence of the witnessing
officer who will also sign as a
witness. If you cannot sign your
name in English cursive script
then you should impress your
