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What If I'm Not in
Kosovo? .

If vou meet the criteria to vote inside
Kosovo and you were living in Kosovo
on or after 1st January 1998, you can
register to vote.

This is being organized by the
International Organization for Migration.
There will be centres inside Serbia and
Montenegro where people can go to
register in person. If you are not in Serbia
or Montenegro, you can register as a
voter and vote by post.

For more details about Qut-of-Kosovo
registratton and voting, contact
WWW. OI\VO“HB org and look out for
notices in the local media.
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From the end of July until the middle of
Sepiember, the O0SCE will be working with the
UN to allow Kosovo residents to register. This
will give those who are 18 or older on Election
Day the opportunity to vote in the upcoming
election if they wish.
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Where Do | Go?

UN Registration Centres will be open
in all municipalitics to allow those
communities who did not register last
year to do so easily. OSCE staff
members will be in the Registration
Centres to tell you where to vote

(if you decide to vote in the upcoming
ciection).

Also, the UN and OSCE will be taking
these centres directly to the people who
need them. Registration Centres will be
opened in secure locations throughout
Kosovo.

If vou have already civilly registered at
the UN Registration Centre, you can go
to an OSCE Voter Service Centre to find
out where to vote if you decide to vote
in the upcoming clection.

Lists of locations will be published in local
media as well as on posters. Look out for
the one you should go to.

What Do 1 Do?

Registration is a very casy process which
only takes a few minutes.

When you go to the Registration Centre
you will have to show identification
which proves you are cligible to civilly
register.

A UN clerk speaking your language will
take down some information about you —
like your address and birthday. You will also
have your picture and a fingerprint taken.
An O5CE employee will then give you
information about where you can vote,
should you wish to do so in November.
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What Should | Bring?
In order to civilly register you need to
show that you or one of your parents was
born in Kosovo, or that you have lived

in Kosovo for five years continually. (You
can get all the details on the requirements
for Civil Registration when you come to
the UN Registration Centre.) In order to
vote you must be over 18 years of age on
Election Day.

So, you should bring documents which
can prove this such as:

a birth certificate

a FRY passport

a FRY identity card

a university booklet

a military booklet

a FRY driver’s licence
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How Do | Know iIt's
Secure?

The OSCE and UNMIK will be working
closely with KFOR and the UN Palice
to ensure the safcty of UN Registration
Centres and Voter Service Centres.

Both organizations are also very con-
cerned about the security of your data.
Every cffort will be made to ensure the
securtty of your personal information

- from when it is taken down at the
Registration Centre to when it is put into
the computer. The registration process
will be overseen by domestic and inter-
national obscrvers.
