In your role as an EB member, you will be expected to work closely 
with your other EB members and with the MEC responsible for the 
administration of elections in your area.

Electoral Board Procedure Manual 1 
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Authorized representative - A person authorized by a candidate list 
submitter that will follow the work of the EB. 

Ballot - A piece of paper with names of the different candidate list 
submitters that a voter uses to indicate his or her preference for mayor. 
A ballot has several visible and invisible security features that prevent 
fraud. 

Ballot booklet - Ballots are bound into a ballot booklet of 100 or 
fewer ballots. Each EB will receive the same number of ballots as 
there are voters on its excerpt of the voters' list. 

Ballot box - The semi-transparent plastic container where ballots are 
placed once people have marked them with their votes. 

Ballot stub - The small strip of paper left after the ballot has been tom 
out of the ballot booklet. Each ballot stub has a unique serial number 
on it. Ballot stubs are left attached to the ballot booklet with the 
unused ballots. 

Candidate list submitter - The term used to describe political parties, 
coalitions, and groups of voters who have a candidate standing for 
mayoral elections. 

Coalition - Two or more political parties that submit a joint list of 
candidate for. mayor. 

Electoral Board (EB) - The election management body that directly 
manages the voting in each polling station. 

Graphite pad - A small finger print pad used by illiterate voters who, 
instead of signing their name, will place their fingerprint next to their 
name on the voters' list. 

Impartial - This is the absence of any partisan political behavior 
during Election Day or while carrying out duties as an EB member. 

Indelible ink (spray) - Ink in the form of a spray that is applied on the 
right thumb and remains on the thumb at least until the completion of 
the election. 

LLE - Acronym for Law on Local Elections. 

LASLLE - Acronym for Law on Amending and Supplementing the 
Law on Local Elections 
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List of candidate for mayor -list of candidate submitted by political 
parties, coalitions, or groups of voters for electing a mayor. 

Minutes - A document on an SEC approved form recording all EB 
activities. 

Municipal Election Commission (MEC) - The election commission 
responsible for the legal conduct of the election in the municipality for 
which it has been established 

Observer - A person authorized by the SEC to observe the election 
from an international or a domestic organization organized for election 
observation. 

Passport - One of two documents that can be used to positively 
identify a voter before handing him or her a ballot. 

Personal ID Card - One of two documents. that can be used to 
positively identify a voter before handing him or her a ballot. 

Poll Book - A notebook used to record the work of the EB. The notes 
from the poll book can be used to fill in the minutes of the EB on one 
of several SEC approved forms. 

Polling Station - The place where voters vote on Election Day. 

Polling unit - The populated area or part of a populated area where 
voters live and where voters vote at their polling station. 

State Election Commission (SEC) - The election commiSSIOn 
responsible for the conduct of elections throughout the entire country. 

Ultraviolet (UV) lamps - A lamp emitting an ultraviolet light 
illuminating the invisible ink applied with spray on a voter's thumb. 

Valid ballot - A ballot where the voter has circled the ordinal number 
of the candidate for mayor he has decided to vote for. Exceptions are 
made when a voter has indicated in a clear and unambiguous manner 
for whom the voter is voting. 

Voting screen - A cardboard structure that allows a voter to mark their 
ballot in private. The voting screen must be in view of the EB so it can 
ensure only one voter is behind the voting screen at one time. 

Electoral Board Procedure Manual 3 
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EB Purpose 

Each EB is organized to manage the election process to provide free 
and fair elections and provide secrecy during the voting for all eligible 
voters in their polling unit. 

EB Composition (articles 10 and 11) 

The EB is composed of a president and two members and their 
deputies. The President of the EB and his deputy are appointed by the 
MEC. The ruling political parties propose one member and deputy and 
the political parties in opposition propose the other member and 
deputy. 

Each proposer of a list of candidate for mayor can appoint a 
representative and deputy who have the right to follow the work of the 
MEC and the EB, from the beginning of the elections till the 
determination of the results of the elections. 

'. 

Electoral Board members at work 
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EB Responsibilities (article 10, par 5) 

EB members have a responsibility to fulfill their duties conscientiously 
and lawfully in a manner that provides voters with confidence in the 
election system. It is important for voters to know that their vote will 
be free and fair, that secrecy is guaranteed, and that the vote count will 
reflect of their will. 

To build confidence In the election system, it is important for EB 
members to: 

• Act in a fair and impartial manner to the highest standards of 
integrity, transparency, and respect for the secrecy of the vote. 

• Be courteous, polite, and helpful at all times treating all voters, 
authorized representatives, observers and journalists equally. 

EB members are not allowed to wear or use political party shirts, 
symbols, hats, watches, buttons, pens, pencils or colors that promote a 
political party while they are working on election day. 
Mainly, the EB is responsible for: 

I. Receiving the election materials and setting up the polling 
station one day before Election Day. 

2. Closely managing the voting at the polling station on Election 
Day from 0700 to 1900 in a lawful manner which provides 
secrecy and fre'e voting. 

3. Counting and determining the results after the voting closes. 

4. Announcing the determined results at the polling station and 
transmitting the results and election material to the MEC within 
five hours of closing the polling station. 

The EB must also maintain minutes of its work on the SEC approved 
forms and to submit those minutes to the MEC with the other election 
material. The minutes are part of the official record of the EB. The 
EB minutes need to record all EB work. 

The EB is also responsible for ensuring a peaceful environment within 
the polling station. In the event of disruption within the polling station, 
the EB can call the police to restore order in the polling station. 
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EB Decision-making 

Decisions of the EB are taken by a majoriiy of the total number of EB 
members. Each decision should be noted in the minutes and 
accompanied by the opinion of the minority members if they want their 
opinion noted. All Election Day processes and procedures are open to 
all EB members, all authorized representatives, and all SEC-accredited 
domestic and international observers. 

A few words about resolving disagreements. 

While disagreements might be inevitable on Election Day; anger, 
grudges, hurt and blame do not have to be. Honest disagreements can 
be good. Disagreements can help to raise and address problems. On 
the other hand, disagreements can be a problem when they lower 
morale, cause more disagreements or incite inappropriate behaviors. 

Effectively managed, disagreements can be resolved fairly and in a 
way that benefits all concerned. An effective resolution means 
promoting a compromise as people try to work harmoniously and 
develop solutions. 

The key to resolving disagreements is: 

Don 'tfight - solve the problem. Focus more on work and 
less on anger. 

If there is a disagreement among EB members on Election Day, try to 
follow these rules: 

I. Address a specific issue. 
2. Use language that is concise. Avoid vague/general terms. 
3. Effectively listen. Try to listen to each other with open minds. 
4. Attack the problem, not the person. 
5. Be clear about what you see, how you judge, and how you react 

to people and situations. 
6. Look forward (opportunity), not backward (blaming). 
7. Move from justification of your position to resolution of the 

disagreement. 
8. Analyze the situation and attempt to view from both sides. Be 

sure to respect each other's opinions. 
9. Identify the points where you can compromise rather than 

demand. Find some "grain of truth" in the other person's 
position that you can build upon. 

10. Be open and make every effort to respond in a positive manner. 
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People Who Can Watch The EB Work 
(articles 11 and 70) 

There are three types of people that can monitor the work of the EB.

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1. Authorized representatives of a candidate list submitter 
for mayor 

These are people who are representatives of candidate list 
submitter for mayor. Even if a candidate list submitter for 
mayor has a member on the EB board, they can have another 
person in the polling station to follow the work of the EB. 
Unlike other people who only watch the EB work on election 
day, authorized representatives can make a comment on EB 
procedure directly to the EB and have their protest formally 
noted in the official minutes of the EB. 

Proposers of a list of candidate for mayor issue an authorization 
to the representatives of candidate list submitters and they 
notifY the election commission and the EB thereof. The 
authorized representatives of candidate list submitters must 
show this authorization along with an identification document 
when they come to watch the EB work.

2. Observers 

Observers are individuals from organizations such as: 

• Registered domestic and foreign associations of citizens 
of the Republic of Macedonia 

• International organizations and associations 

Observers can watch the election process after receIVIng 
authorization from the SEC. The SEC has seven days after the 
request has been submitted to issue an authorization to people 
on these lists. This authorization is the credential that each 
person must show with an identification document when 
coming to watch the EB work. Requests to be an observer 
must be submitted no later than ten days before Election Day. 

3. Journalists 

Journalists from accredited media organizations are allowed to 
watch the EB work as long as they do not interfere with the EB. 
Journalists must present identification documents from their 
media organization to the EB in order to gain access to the 
polling station. They do not need any other authorization. 

Those with an authorization can observe all aspec'ts of the election 
preparations and the conduct of the election. They have a duty to: 

I. Respect the LLE and LASLLE and instructions of the SEC 
regarding election observation. 

2. Obey the code of conduct for observers. 

3. Present themselves to the EB and MEC with their authorization 
and their identification document. 

4. Not interfere in the activity of the EB. 

As noted above, EB members have an obligation to be courteous to all 
people watching the EB and to provide them a seat within the polling 
station that provides an unobstructed view of the operations of the 
polling station. However, if you have an authorized representative, 
observer, or journalist disrupting the polling station or violating the 
instructions of the SEC, the EB has the right to request that person to 
leave the polling station. If the person disrupting the polling station 
does not leave, the EB should call the police to remove that person 
from the polling station. Any removal of a person from the polling 
station must be noted in the minutes (poll book) of the EB. 
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Pre-Election Day 

Receiving/Securing Election Day materials (article 
43 par. 1) 

The MEC will provide all election materials to the EB one day prior to 
Election day. 

It is the responsibility of the EB and the police to secure election 
materials in a safe place. 

Each EB should receive the following sensitive and non-sensitive 
materials: 

Sensitive materials 

• Ballots (see below) 
• The continned excerpt of the voters' list for the polling station 

• Ballot box 
• A Poll Book for recording the activities of the polling station 
• Ultra-violet (UV) marking ink in a spray bottle 
• Two UV lamps to detect the UV ink 
• The following SEC instructions and fonns: 

Fonn # 13 The minutes for delivery- reception of the election 
material from the Electoral Commission to the EBs 

Fonn # 14 The minutes for the inspection of the voting room, 
election material and ballot boxes by the EB for the 
Polling Station 

Fonn # 15 The minutes for the detennination of the voting 
results at the Polling Station 

Fonn # 16 The minutes for the delivery of the Minutes for the 
detennined voting results and other election 
material from the EBs to the MECs 

Fonn # 17 The minutes for the work of the EBs 

And if necessary, the following minutes: 

Fonn # 20 The minutes on the military vote 

Fonn # 21 The minutes on the prisoners' and detained persons' 
vote 
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Non-sensitive materials 

• Voting screens 
• List of candidates for mayor 
• Four AA batteries for each UV lamp 
• Numbered plastic security ties for sealing the ballot box and 

material transfer bags 
• Three tamper evident envelopes to pack used (valid and 

invalid) ballots, unused ballots and ballot stubs, and the voters' 
list and poll book 

• One large clear plastic sensitive material transfer bag 
• One large clear plastic non-sensitive material transfer bag 
• ID tags to identify each transfer bag 
• Other non-sensitive material including 24 pens, 2 felt markers, 

a box of paper clips, a box of drawing pins, a ruler, a stapler, a 
scissors (to cut the numbered plastic security ties), a calculator, 
tissues, a graphite finger print pad, a roll string, 2 rolls of 
packing tape, EB lD badges, and signs to indicate "no 
smoking", "no weapons", and the various jobs of EB members. 

• An EB Procedure Manual 
• Voter education posters prepared by the SEC 

The list of materials will be detailed on the Election Kit Checklist 
included in the election kit. This Checklist is included in Appendix B 
and will accompany the election materials as they are transferred to 
and from the MEC. 

Inspecting the ballots (article 43 par. 2) 

The EB should examine the ballots closely. 

First, ensure you have the correct number of ballots. Each EB will 
receive the exact number of ballots as there are voters on its voters' 
list. For example, if you have 535 voters on your voters' list, then you 
should receive 535 ballots (5 booklets of 100 ballots and I booklet 
with 35 ballots). 

The ballots will come in booklets with 100 ballots in each booklet. 
The booklets will have a small stub that will remain on the pad as 
ballots are detached from the booklet. This ballot stub must have a 
serial number on it. The serial numbers of the ballot stubs will be in 
sequential order. This will make counting the number of ballots easier. 
For example, if the serial number on the first ballot on the ballot pad is 
I, 50 I and the last is 2,035 then you have 535 ballots (2,035-1 ,50 I + I). 

Second, become familiar with the visible security features of the 
ballots. 
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• The serial number on the ballot stub and the fact that the ballot 
has to be tom from a booklet (leaving a perforation along the 
ballot) is one visible security feature. 

• In addition, if you hold the ballot up to the light (be careful not 
to tear the ballot from the ballot booklet), you will also see a 
watermark placed on the paper. 

There are also some invisible security features that make it impossible 
to make counterfeit ballots.

The ballot is perforated after being torn from the ballot stub 

• The ballots contain very small printing called "micro text" that 
is visible only through a magnifying glass. If an attempt is 
made to photocopy the ballot, this micro text will tum into a 
solid line. 

• The ballots also contain a UV mark that only shows under the 
UV lamp. 

There are other security features that when combined with the visible 
and invisible security features, make this a secure ballot. 

Setting up the Polling Station (article 46) 

One of the first tasks is to remove all campaign propaganda 
notification and other election material from a radius of 100 meters of 
the polling station. EB members should walk the area around the 
polling station to ensure that all campaign posters, leaflets, etc. are 
removed from the area. 

Next, the EB should arrange the polling station to facilitate the 
continuous and easy flow of voters through the voting process. The 
first task is to place the polling station sign on the outside of the 
polling station so voters know where the polling station is. The second 
task is to place the voter education poster defining the voting process 
in a place where all incoming voters can read it. After that, the SEC 
recommends that the EB arrange desks or tables to accommodate the 
five different phases of the voting process. 
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Note: Before you start the voting process four individuals (EB 
members and their deputies) as a minimum are necessary to 
accomplish this task. 

Phase # I is when you ensure the voter has not already voted 
during the day. This is where the UV lamp is used to scan the 
voter's right thumb for UV ink. This is also the phase where 
the voter presents his or her identification documents (ID card 
or passport) and signs the voters' list. Make sure you have 
pens and the graphite pad (for those who are not literate) 
available for this phase. Two EB members should be 
responsible for this phase of the voting process. 

Phase #2 is when the voter is handed a ballot and an EB 
member explains how to ensure the voter marks the ballot so 
the vote is counted as valid. One EB member should be 
assigned to this responsibility. 

Phase #3 is when ink is applied to the voter's right thumb 
signifying he has been provided the opportunity to vote. One 
EB member can be assigned this role. 

Phase #4 is when the voter goes behind the voting screen to 
mark the ballot. The voting screens should be assembled and 
placed far enough apart so each voter has privacy and can mark 
their ballot in secret. The form listing the voting instructions 
should be taped to the inside of each voting screen. One 
member should be responsible for ensuring voters do not leave 
campaign propaganda in the voting screens. 

Phase #5 is when the voter places their ballot in the ballot box. 
The ballot box should be in full view of all EB members and 
observers. One EB member should be stationed by the ballot 
box to ensure voters fold their ballots before placing them in 
the ballot box to ensure the secrecy of their vote. 
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The polling station is set up for easy flow of voters 
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Special note: In certain cases when number of voters on the 
excerpt of the voters' list is very high, a second ballot box may 
be provided. 

An area should be set-up to accommodate observers. This area should 
be comfortable and allow an unobstructed view of all the polling 
station proceedings. 

Final preparations 

Take a moment before leaving and ensure that the polling station is set­
up to ensure that voters flow easily through the polling station. Are all 
of the five polling station phases set up? Are any additional materials 
needed? 

This is also a time to have an EB meeting to ensure every EB member 
is clear on his or her responsibilities for Election Day. EB members 
should decide who will be responsible for each phase of the voting 
process and be sure each member understands all of the responsibilities 
for each phase. While the President usually hands out the ballots to 
voters, any member can check voters' thumbs for evidence of prior 
voting, ink voters' thumbs, and make sure ballots are folded properly 
and placed in the ballot box. One person should be appointed to keep 
the minutes of the EB so all business of the EB is recorded in the 
minutes and the poll book provided. 

Also take time to plan for potential problems that might arise on 
Election Day. The EB should meet with the police responsible for 
security in case of problems. The discussion should cover when the 
police should be called in and how the police will be contacted. 

Finally, put all the sensitive materials in the large clear plastic sensitive 
material transfer bag, close and seal it with a numbered plastic security 
tie. Record the number of the tie in the poll book. Close the windows 
and the door in the presence of the police. Planning for potential 
problems before they occur will help make Election Day run more 
smoothly. 

Don't forget to get a good night's rest. Each EB member will have a 
long day on Election Day. 

Voters not able to vote at their polling station 
(articles 49 and 50) 

A few EBs will have additional responsibilities on the day before 
Election Day. These responsibilities will involve processing voters 
who are not able to vote at their polling station. There are two types of 
voters who will be required to vote on the day before Election Day. 
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The first group is those voters who are too ill in the hospital or 
at home to be able to make it to their polling station. EBs will 
get a list of those voters who are ill from their MEC. Only 
those voters on this list will be allowed to vote on the day 
before Election Day. The EB must visit them in the hospital or 
at home to allow them to vote. 

People III or disabled vote on the day before Election Day 

The second group is those voters in prison and jails. Once 
again, the EB responsible for the polling station nearest to the 
prison or jail must set up a temporary polling station in the 
prison or jail. 

The procedure for these two groups (those ill or in hospital) is basically 
the same. The EB works until all people on their lists have had the 
opportunity to vote. 

After the voting, the votes from the day before Election Day are 
not counted. 

Special instructions for processing the votes of prisoners and 
hospitalized or ill have been developed by the SEC and will be sent to 
the EBs that will provide voting for those special voters. 
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Election Day 

Before opening the Polling Station (article 46) 

EB members should arrive no later than one hour before the polling 
station opens to make sure everything is in place and ready to go. This 
means that EB members should arrive at the polling station at 6:00 
AM. 

First, in the presence of the police (if possible), check the door to make 
sure it has not been opened or forced. [f all is fine, the door is opened 
and all the EB members, representatives and observers can enter. 

Just before the polling station opens the following procedure should be 
followed: 

o Show the empty ballot box to all EB members and authorized 
representatives of candidate list submitters for mayor, 
observers, and journalists present. 

o Show all those present the numbers of both numbered plastic 
security ties that will be used to seal the ballot box. 

o Record the numbers of the numbered plastic security ties in the 
poll book and in the upper right hand comer of the EB minutes 
(SEC Form # 14) 

o Put the numbered plastic security ties through the side holes on 
the lid and the ballot box and pull them tight so they lock. 

o Place the ballot box ID sticker on the side of the ballot box and 
write the district and polling station number on the sticker.

Seal the ballot box with the numbered plastic security ties 
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Show the minutes to all EB members and authorized representatives of 
the candidate list submitters for mayor, observers, and journalists to 
ensure all agree that the minutes contain the numbers of the numbered 
plastic security ties. This is to ensure everyone can tell if the ballot 
box is tampered with. 

Once the ballot box is sealed, show the excerpt of the voters' list to all 
EB members, authorized representatives of candidate list submitters, 
observers and journalists. 

Opening the Polling Station (Article 46) 

At 7:00 AM, announce the opening of the polling station inviting the 
voters to come in. The time of opening should be recorded in the 
minutes. Voting shall last without interruption until 7:00 PM unless all 
voters on the excerpt of the voters' list have voted. The EB member 
responsible for the minutes should also record in the poll book the time 
when different EB members enter and leave the polling station during 
the day. Authorized representatives of candidate list submitters for 
mayor must not have access to the excerpt of the voters' list for the 
purpose of controlling how voters vote. 

Voting procedures (Article 45) 

As outlined above, the SEC recommends that each EB clearly separate 
the five phases of voting within the polling station. The procedures for 
each phase are listed below. 

Phase #1 - Verifying the voter hasn't voted and that he 
is in the right polling station 

After the voter enters the polling station, the first person they meet is 
the EB member who has to check each person's right thumb to ensure 
they haven't already voted. The UV lamp is turned on and passed over 
the right thumb to ensure there is no ink on the thumb. If there is ink 
on the thumb, the voter is not allowed to vote and is asked to leave the 
polling station. 

If there is no ink on the thumb, the voter is asked to show his or her 
personal identification papers. Voters can present one of two 
documents to verify their identity: 

I. A personal ID card 
2. A Macedonian passport 

Once the voter's identity has been verified, the voters' list is checked 
to see ifhe is on the list. 
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I·.' 
Make sure there Is no spray on the right thumb with the UV lamp 

• If the voter is listed on the excerpt of the voters' list, circle 
the ordinal number next to his name on the list and have him 
provide his signature next to his name. If he cannot sign his 
name, he can provide his fingerprint on the signature line. The 
graphite pad is used for this purpose. 

Hold the voter's personal ID card or passport and explain that it will be 
returned after he has deposited his ballot in the ballot box. Have the 
voter move onto the next phase of voting. 

• If the voter is not on the excerpt of the voters' list, he cannot 
vote at the polling station. There are two things the EB can do 
to assist the voter in finding the appropriate polling station. 

First, ask the voter if he comes from a different 
municipality in the country. He may reside in one area, 
but have residence status in another. If he has residence 
status elsewhere, then he will likely have to vote in that 
municipality at his fonner polling station. 

Second, if the voter is sure he has residence status in the 
municipality where the polling station is located, then 
instruct the voter to call the district office of the 
Ministry of Justice and find which polling station list he 
IS on. 

If an authorized representative of a candidate list submitter for mayor 
or EB member questions the identity of a voter who has been provided 
a ballot, note the incident in the Poll Book. The objection should 
include the: 
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• Name and position of the person making the objection 
• Reason for the objection 
• Name and identification of the voter 
• Reason why a ballot was provided to the voter 

Phase #2 - Handing the ballot to the voter and 
instructing him on marking the ballot so the vote will 
be valid 

Once the voter's identity and his eligibility to vote has been 
established, the voter is handed one ballot. Before sending him on to 
the next phase, it is important to ensure the voter understands what 
distinguishes a valid from an invalid ballot. To be valid the voter 
must: 

• Clearly circle the ordinal number to the left of the candidate for 
mayor. 

• Make only one mark on the ballot. 

-\-
Instruct the voter In how to mark the ballot so It will be valid 

Inform the voter that there is no chance for handing the voter another 
ballot if he makes a mistake on his ballot. He should take time to make 
sure his ballot accurately reflects his intended vote. 

Also inform the voter that once he has marked his ballot, he should 
fold it to keep the vote private. 

Phase #3 - Spraying the right thumb of the voter 

Once the ballot has been handed to the voter, his right thumb is 
sprayed with UV ink. To correctly ink the thumb, spray the ink on the 
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nail of the right thumb. Make sure the ink is sprayed on both the nail 
and part of the skin.

Phase #4 - Voting behind the voting screens 

The voter proceeds to the voting screen to mark the ballot. Make sure 
there is plenty of space and the conditions for secret voting. An EB . 
member should make sure that only one person is behind the voting 
screen except in cases where a voter needs assistance (see below). An 
EB member should also check the voting screens from time to time to 
ensure that no voter has left any campaign propaganda or notes with 
candidate list submitter name on them behind in the voting screen.

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Phase #5 - Placing the ballot in the ballot box 

The ballot box should be in full view of everyone including all EB 
members and observers. Voters drop their own folded ballots into the 
ballot box. An EB member should be nearby to ensure that voters 
place their ballots folded into the ballot box to ensure the secrecy of 
their vote. After the ballot is placed into the ballot box, one of the EB 
members hands back the personal ID card or passport back to the 
voter. 

The voter must fold the ballot so it fits into the ballot box slot 

Maintaining order in the polling station 
(articles 46-a and 47) 

The EB is responsible for ensuring peace and order within the polling 
station. The EB should make sure it has a plan for what to do in case 
of a disturbance at the polling station. A policeman will be posted 
outside and available to come into the polling station if orderly conduct 
of voting is endangered. 

If order within the polling station is threatened, the EB may suspend 
voting and ask for help from the police. The incident must be noted in 
the minutes of the EB and the President should immediately notify the 
MEC about the incident. When order is restored in the polling station, 
the President should ask the police to leave and resume the voting 
process immediately. 

If order at the polling station is disrupted, the EB may stop the voting 
until order is re-established. If voting is stopped for more than one 
hour, it shall be continued for as much time as the interruption lasted, 
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but not longer than three hours. If voting is terminated for more than 
three hours due to a disturbance, the voting at that polling station shall 
be repeated. Remember, that all disturbances must be noted in the EB 
minutes.

Voters needing assistance (article 49-a) 

A voter, who for physical reasons or illiteracy is unable to vote for 
himself, may have the help of another person during voting. Both the 
voter and the person assisting must be present during voting. A person 
may help only two voters who cannot help themselves. 

If the person needing assistance does not have a person to help him or 
her with the voting, then the EB can appoint another voter to assist. 

Before the ballot is cast, the EB instructs the person assisting the voter 
to not influence the decision of the voter. Instances of this kind of 
voting should be noted in the minutes (poll book). No authorized 
representative, observer, journalist or member of an election 
commission at any level may help any voters who are unable to vote 
themselves. The ballot must be marked behind the voting screen. 

Family and proxy voting 

The law forbids both proxy and family voting which are punishable 
criminal offences. 
Family voting refers to the practice of family members or close friends 
entering the voting screen together to confer on whom to vote for. 
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It is important to allow each member of the family to vote their own 
mind and not be forced by a parent or spouse to vote for one party or 
another. 

Proxy voting is the practice of allowing one voter to vote for another 
who is not present at the polling station. The person might come in 
with the voter's personal ID card or passport and request a ballot for 
the absent voter. If the voter cannot make it to the polling station and 
is not on the list of those able to vote on the day before Election Day, 
than he cannot vote. It is just that simple. 

Closing the Polling Station (article 52) 

All polling stations close at 7:00 PM. At 7:00 PM the EB President 
should have one EB member stand at the end of the queue of voters. 
Once the last person in queue has voted, only the following persons 
may remain in the polling station: 

I. Members and deputies of the EB 
2. One authorized representative for each candidate list submitter 

for mayor 
3. Authorized domestic and foreign election observers 
4. Journalists who are present at the close of voting as long as 

they stay until the end of counting and determining the results.

The EB is now ready to move to determining the election results 
Remember, the EB has to make steady progress on determining results, 
as results and all election materials must be submitted to the MEC 
within five hours following the completion of voting. 

Counting Votes 

Reconciling the ballots 

After the last voter votes, the EB President and members must account 
for all ballots. 

I. Determine the number of ballots used by counting the number 
of unused ballots and subtracting this number from the total 
number of ballots issued to the polling station. Record this in 
the minutes (SEC Form # 15) and the poll book. 

2. Determine the number of people who voted by counting the 
signatures and fingerprints on the voters' list and record this 
number in the minutes (SEC Form # 15) and the poll book. 

The number of ballots used should equal the number of voters who cast 
their ballots. If these numbers are not equal, the EB should note that 
fact in the minutes of the EB (SEC Form # 15) and inform the MEC. 

The unused ballots are counted and placed in the tamper-evident 
envelope labeled for unused ballots that is then sealed. The 
municipality and polling station number and the total number of 
unused ballots are written on the outside of the tamper-evident 
envelope. 

Opening the ballot box 

The EB President must verify and display to all present that the 
numbered plastic security ties on the ballot box are the same numbered 
plastic security ties that were placed on the ballot box at the opening of 
the polls. If the numbered plastic security tie numbers are the same, 
this is noted in the pool book, the ballot box is opened and the ballots 
removed. If the numbers do not correspond, the ballot box is not 
opened and the EB notes this in the minutes (poll book) and informs 
the MEC. 
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Counting the votes (article 58) 

One EB member shall be selected by drawing lots to take out and open 
the ballots one at a time from the ballot box. Once the member is 
selected, the counting of votes should follow this procedure: 

l. The ballot is handed to the President of the EB. 
2. The EB President shows the ballot to all in attendance and it is 

determined if it is a valid or invalid ballot and for which list the 
vote has been cast. 

3. The ballot is put in a pile for that list. 
4. The next ballot is taken out of the ballot box, etc. 
5. When all ballots have been sorted, the ballots in each pile are 

counted and the results are noted in the poll book . 

. - .. 

Ballots are taken out one by one and shown to all present 

A valid ballot is one on which the ordinal number of the candidate list 
for mayor is circled as well as a ballot from which, in a reliable and 
unambiguous way, it may be established for which list the voter has 
cast his or her vote. 

Specifically, a ballot is declared invalid when: 

I. More than one candidate has been voted for. 
2. It is not clear for whom the vote has been cast. 
3. The ballot contains annotations that allow discovery of the 

voter's identity. 
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4. The voter has made other annotations, or has voted for a list 
that is not on the ballot. 

If ballots found in the ballot box are not authentic ballots approved by 
the SEC, these ballots are kept aside and are not included in the 
counting of ballots. Note the number of ballots that were not authentic 
in the poll book. 

If a ballot is declared invalid, and an authorized representative or EB 
member contests this, the EB votes and makes a decision related to this 
contestation which is recorded in the minutes of the EB. If there are 
still contestations, each member or representative may write hislher 
objections in the poll book. 

When these procedures are finished, the President counts the ballots 
for each candidate and records the number of ballots in the minutes 
(SEC Form # 15). Once all of the ballots have been counted they are 
placed in the tamper-evident envelope (along with the paper envelope 
of invalid ballots) for used ballots. 

Determining the voting results (Article 52) 

Once all of the ballots are counted, the results of the election for the 
polling station must be determined. Form SEC Form # 15 is used to 
record the minutes for determining the results. Infonnation entered in 
the minutes shall include the: 

• Ordinal number of the polling unit 
• Time of beginning and concluding the voting. 
• Total number of voters in the polling unit according to the 

excerpt of the voters' list 
• Total number of voters who have voted 
• Total number of ballots put in the ballot box 
• Total number of ballots that were not used for voting 
• Total number of invalid ballots 
• Total number of votes cast for each mayoral candidate. 

Any EB member or authorized representative can note any comments 
in the EB minutes. These comments should be carefully noted as they 
form part of the official record of the EB and can be used in any 
subsequent court proceedings. All the EB members then sign the form. 
The minutes are considered to be valid if signed by a majority of the 
EB members. If all EB members do not sign the minutes, the president 
of the EB should state the reasons for the minutes not being signed by 
a member of the board.

Packing the materials for delivery to the MEC 

Once the minutes have been completed, copies of the minutes must be 
prepared and the election materials must be packed up for delivery to 
the MEC. Each authorized representative of the candidate list 
submitter shall receive a copy of the minutes. SEC Form # 15. In 
addition, one copy of Form #15 should be posted outside the polling 
station to announce the results of the election to the publ ic. 

The following items are packed in the ballot box for delivery to the 
MEC: 

I. The large clear sensitive material transfer bag labeled with the 
municipality and polling station number containing: 

• The sealed tamper-evident envelope containing the valid 
and invalid ballots 

• The sealed tamper-evident envelope containing unused 
ballots and ballot stubs 

• The sealed tamper-evident envelope containing the voters' 
list and the poll book 

2. Other remaining election materials are placed into the plastic 
non-sensitive material transfer bag, and placed into the ballot 
box. 

Finally, the ballot box is resealed with two numbered plastic security 
ties. 

• The numbers on the numbered plastic security ties are shown to 
all EB members and observers and noted in the upper right 
hand comer on the minutes on transmission of the election 
materials to the MEC ( SEC Form # 16). 

All SEC Forms are placed in a special paper envelope (which is kept 
outside of the ballot box) and transferred to the MEC along with the 
sealed ballot box. 

SEC Form # 16 the minutes on transmission of the election material 
from the EBs to the MECs, is filled out at the Polling station. The 
minutes are signed by the President, all EB members and authorized 
representatives of candidate list submitters. 
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Delivering voting materials to the MEC 

The President of the EB, other interested EB members and authorized 
representatives of candidate list submitters can then transport the 
sealed ballot box containing election materials to the MEC. As noted 
above, the election material must be submitted to the MEC within five 
hours from the completion of voting. If the EB feels there IS a 
potential threat, the police may accompany the EB to the MEC. 

Three items are handed over to the MEC: 

I. The sealed ballot box containing all election materials 

2. The envelope containing the minutes determining the results of 
voting SEC Form # 15 and all other minutes of the EB. 

3. The minutes SEC Form # 16 which is then signed by the MEC 
to acknowledge receipt of the polling station materials 

The signed minutes SEC Form # 16 verifies that the EB has completed 
their responsibilities as required. 

Polling Official Misconduct (Criminal Code) 

The Criminal Code of the Republic of Macedonia specifies eight 
crimes against elections and voting. For the vast majority of EB 
members, there is no need to even define these crimes as they act 
professionally and honestly. Nevertheless, the following table is 
provided to ensure EB members are informed as to what specific 
behavior will not be tolerated by the SEC or the people of the Republic 
of Macedonia. These articles are included in Appendix A.

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Appendix A - Laws Relevant To EB Members 

LAW ON LOCAL ELECTIONS' 

I.BASIC PROVISIONS 

Article 2 

The c,lIzens, in general, direct and free elections, by secret voting, shall elect 
members of the councils of the municipalities and the council of the city of Skopje 
(hereinafter: councils), as well as mayors of municipalities and a mayor of the city of 
Skopje (hereinafter: mayor). 

The members of the councils are elected according to a proponional principle, 
according to which one votes for a list of candidates in the municipalities orland the 
city of Skopje, while the voter shell vote for one list of candidates. 

The Mayor is elected according to the majority principle with a list of candidate for 
mayor. 

Article 3 

Each citizen of the Republic of Macedonia with 18 years of age, working abilities and 
permanent residence in the municipality or in the city of Skopje where elections are 
held, shall have a right to elect and be elected for a member of the council. 

Each citizen of the Republic of Macedonia with 18 years of age, working abilities and 
permanent residence in the municipality or in the city of Skopje where elections are 
held, shall have a right to elect and be elected for a mayor. 

Article 4 

Freedom and privacy in casting the vote is guaranteed. 

No onc is entitled to summon a citizen to account for the voting, or to compel a 
citizen to reveal for whom one voted or why one has not voted. 

III. BODIES FOR CONDUCT OF THE ELECTIONS 

Article 8 

"Election management bodies are the following: 

State Election Commission; 

t [neludes relevant provisions from the Law on Amending and Supplementing the Law on 
Local Elections 
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Municipal Election Commissions and the Election Commission of the City of 
Skopje (hereinafter: Election Commissions) and 
Electoral Boards." 

The state election commission with a four-year mandate appoints election 
commissions. They are composed of a president and four members with their deputies 
out of which two are members of the oppositional parties that have won at least 5% of 
the votes on the last elections for Members of Parliament, and the other two are from 
the ruling parties. 

The election commission has a secretary who IS not a member of the election 
commission. 

The state election commission shall appoint the election commissions within 15 days 
from the day of announcement of the elections. 

Article 10 

The election boards shall be appointed by the election commission at least 15 days 
before the Election Day, and are consisted of president and two members, with their 
deputies. The candidates for members of the election boards are nominated by the 
political parties, ten days prior to the election day, and one member is elected from 
the political parties in opposition and one from the ruling parties. 

If the political parties do not submit the proposal within the deadline determined in 
paragraph I of this Article, the members of the election boards and their deputies 
shall be nominated by the president of the election commission. 

Members of the election commissions and boards, and their deputies, may be only 
individuals with a right to vote and permanent residence in the area of that 
municipality and/or the city of Skopje, and they cannot be candidates for members of 
councilor mayor. 

The election boards of the election commissions of the municipalities in the region of 
the city of Skopje shall be the election boards of the election commission of the city 
of Skopje. 

Members of the election commissions and the election boards are to perform their 
function conscientiously and responsibly in compliance with the responsibilities 
determined with this law and are entitled to an appropriate compensation for their 
work. 

Article 11 

Each proposer of a list of candidates for a member of council and for mayor shall 
have the right to determine his representative and deputy in the election commissions 
and election boards, who shall have the right to be present during the work of the 
election commissions and election boards from the beginning of the elections until 
the determination and announcemenl of the election results. The representatives of 
paragraph I of this Article participate in the work of the election commissions and the 
election boards only in cases determined with this law. 
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The proposers of lists of candidates for member of council and mayor shall issue 
authorizations to the individuals mentioned in paragraphs I and 2 of this Article and 
shall notify the election commission and the election board about their decision. 

Article \\-a 

The State Election Commission shall: 

I. take care of the legality in the preparation and conduct of the elections, and 
give instructions and clarifications for the implementation of this Law; 

2. appoint the composition of the Election Commissions; 

3. form assisting bodies to carty out organizational and technical matters; 

4. establish common standards concerning the election material; 

5. prescribe forms for conducting elections and publish them in the "Official 
Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia"; 

6. hand over the election material to the Election Commissions; 

7. determine the way of handling and securing the election material; 

8. organize the printing of ballots; 

9. determine the form, size, color and serial numbers of the ballots; 

10. perform the duties provided by the Law on Voters' List; 

II. prescribe the type of device for marking and controlling the persons who 
have voted (UV lamps, spray, graphite pad); 

12. publish the descriptions of the polling units for the appropriate municipality 
in the daily press; 

13. inform the public of the way of voting and of the exercise of the right to vote; 

14. adopt a code on the rules for monitoring of elections by domestic and foreign 
observers, in accordance with international standards, and provide them with 
identification documents; 

15. pass a Rulebook and Guide for the compensation of the election bodies; 

16. inform the public on the course of the elections; 

17. submit a financial report on its activities for the conducted elections to the 
Parliament of the Republic of Macedonia; and 

18. perform other duties provided by law." 
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VI. CONDUCTING ELECTIONS 

Article 43 

The election cOmrntSSlOn one day prior to the election day in presence of the 
representatives of the lists of candidates shall hand over the election material: the 
necessary number of ballot boxes, form with the total number of ballots for mayor, 
verified excerpt from the Voters' List for the appropriate polling station, minutes for 
the work of the election board as well as other material necessary for the voting to the 
election board. 

The election commission shall hand over to the election board as many ballots as 
there are voters in the appropriate polling station according to the Voters' List and the 
serial numbers of the ballots for that polling station are entered in the minutes. 

The election board in a sealed envelope is handed over a certain number of ballots in 
a limited number, which number is written on the envelope itself. These ballots are 
used only in cases when a voter, who is not registered in the excerpt of the Voters' 
List for that polling station by his fault, approaches to vote and that is separately 
entered in the minutes. 

In presence of the representatives of candidates the election board shall compose 
minutes on the receiving of the election material mentioned in paragraphs 1,2 and 3 
of this law, which is signed by the president and all members of the election board. 
Each representative of the candidates shall receive a copy of the minutes mentioned 
in paragraph 4 of this Article. 

The same day the election board examines whether the voting premise is in a suitable 
condition for voting and shall note that in the minutes for receiving of the election 
material mentioned in paragraph 4 of this article. 

1. Ballot and Voting 

Article 45 

The ballot for election of council members shall contain: 

I) the ordinal number, name and symbol (if any) of the list submitter; 

2) the name and surname of the carrier of the list based on the data from the 
official records, and 

3) the serial number of the ballot in the part remaining on the ballot stub of the 
booklet. 

If there are list carriers with the same name and surname, then the initial 
letter of their middle name shall also be given. 

The voter shall cast the vote on the lists of candidates by circling the ordinal number 
of the list submitter he has decided to vote for and putting the folded ballot in the 
ballot box for the lists of candidates for council members. 
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The ballot shall be removed in numerical sequence from the stub of the booklet and 
given to the voter, while the serial number remains on the stub. 

The ballot for election of mayor shall contain: 

I) the name and symbol (if any) of the list submitter; 

2) the ordinal number, name and surname of the candidates based on the data 
from the official records, and 

3) the serial number of the ballot in the part remaining on the ballot stub of the 
booklet. 

The candidates on the ballot are listed in the order determined in the unique candidate 
list. 

If there are candidates for mayors with the same name and surname, then the 
initial letter of their middle name shall also be given. 

The voter shall cast the vote for a candidate by circling the ordinal number before the 
candidate he has decided to vote for and putting the folded ballot in the ballot box for 
election of mayor in the municipality andlor the City of Skopje. 

The ballot shall be removed in numerical sequence from the stub of the booklet and 
given to the voter, while the serial number remains on the stub. 

The title of the ballot for electing council members and mayor shall contain the name 
of the municipality, or the City of Skopje, for which the election is conducted. 

The name of the list submitter, and the name and surname of the carrier of the list, 
shall be written in the Macedonian language and in the Cyrillic alphabet. 

For the members of the other communities, the name of the list submitter, and the 
name and surname of the carrier of the list, shall be written in the Macedonian 
language and its Cyrillic alphabet, and in the language and alphabet of the community 
to which they belong. 

The voting instructions shall not be part of the ballot. 

The instructions shall be posted in a noticeable place on the voting screen and in other 
noticeable places of the polling stations, in accordance with the Instruction issued by 
the State Election Commission. The instructions shall be printed in the Macedonian 
language and its Cyrillic alphabet and in the languages and alphabets of the other 
communities listed in the Preamble of the Constitution of the Republic of Macedonia. 

The candidate lists shall be posted in the voting room." 

Article 46 

Not later than one hour before the voting, the president and the members of the 
election board, in presence of the representatives of the candidates inspect the 
premise for voting, to detemline whether the premise and the election material are in 
same condition as they were a day before the elections and to sec whether the ballot 
box is empty. The election board makes Minutes about the detemlined condition, 
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which is signed by the president and the members, and if the representatives of the 
candidates have remarks, they enter them in their handwriting in the Minutes. 

The voting begins at 7 a.m. and lasts until 7 p.m. 

If the order at the polling station is disturbed, the election board may interrupt the 
voting until order is re-established. The voting may be interrupted in cases of 
occurrence of natural disasters or emergency. If the voting has been interrupted for 
more than an hour, it will be prolonged for as much time as the interruption lasted, 
but not longer than three hours. If the interruption was longer than three hours, the 
voting shall be repeated. The duration of the interruption of the voting and the reasons 
for that need to be entered in Minutes. 

The polling station closes at 7 p.m., and voters who happened to be there at that time 
shall be enabled to vote. 

Article 46-3 

The facility in which the polling station is located shall be secured by the police 
during the conduct of voting. 

After closing the polling station, the police shall secure the facility in which the 
polling station and the Electoral Board are located, and shall remove all unauthorized 
persons from the facility. 

The police shall also secure the Electoral Board until the handover of the minutes and 
the election material to the Election Commission." 

Article 47 

The members or their deputies of the election board shall be present during the 
voting, and representatives of candidates may also be present, who may give a 
complaint if they determine irregularities during the voting, for which the 
representative of the candidates shall sign personally in the Minutes. 

The complaint referred to in paragraph'\ of this Article shall be submined by the 
representatives of candidates to the election commission, which is obliged to review it 
and reply to the complaint within 24 hours. 

The election board shall be responsible for maintaining the peace and order at the 
polling station. 

The election board may remove anyone who causes disorder at the polling station. 
If necessary, the election board may ask the police for assistance. 

No one shall appear at the polling station with a weapon or dangerous device, except 
for the police officers referred to in paragraph 5 of this article. 

Article 48 

The voting is carried out in person at the polling stations determined In the 
municipality or the City of Skopje. 
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The voters approach to vote one by one. One of the members of the Electoral Board 
checks if the voter is at the appropriate polling station. 

When the voter approaches to vote, the Electoral Board verifies through the use of an 
ultra-violet detection lamp if the voter has an indelible mark on the thumb of his right 
hand, making sure to check the nail of the thumb of the voter. 

When the voter approaches to vote, the Electoral Board checks his personal identity. 

The voter shall prove his personal identity with an ID card or passport. 

After the identification of the voter, the Electoral Board circles his ordinal number in 
the excerpt of the Voters' List and the voter places his signature, while if he is 
illiterate, he shall put his right index finger print. If the voter does not have a right 
index finger then he shall put a print of his left index finger, and if he does not have a 
left index finger as well, then putting a print shall not be needed. 

After the identification, the voter shall receive a ballot and shall have his right thumb, 
or left thumb if he does not have a right thumb, marked with invisible marking ink, 
making sure that the application covers the nail of the thumb. If the voter does not 
have a thumb on either hand, then marking shall not be done." 

Article 49 

The voter who is unable to vote at the polling station (disabled or ill person) but 
wants to vote, shall notify the Municipal Election Commission thereof no later than 3 
days prior to the election day. 

The notification referred to in paragraph (I) of this Article may be made through a 
proxy. 

The Electoral Board enables the person referred to in paragraph (I) of this Article to 
vote in his home or the hospital he is in, one day prior to the elections in such a way 
that the secrecy of the voting is guaranteed. 

The Electoral Board shall provide a special ballot box for the voting referred to in 
paragraph (3) of this Article, which is taken empty to the home or hospital where the 
voter is. 
The voting, referred to in paragraph (3) of this Article, shall be recorded in the 
minutes of the Electoral Board. 

For the date and time of voting, referred to in paragraph (3) of this Article, the 
president of the Election Commission shall notify the representatives of the list 
submitters." 

Article 49-. 

The voter, who due to a physical disability or illiteracy is unable to vote in the 
manner defined by this Law, has the right to have a person to help him with voting. 

Electoral Board Procedure Manual- Appendix A-7 



If the voter referred to in paragraph (I) of this Article does not have a person to help 
him with the voting, the Electoral Board shall appoint another person from among the 
voters. 

The person helping another person with voting may not be from among the Electoral 
Board members, representatives of the list submitters or observers. 

The same person may assist not more than two voters, referred to in paragraph (I) of 
this Article, with the voting. 

The Electoral Board shall instruct the person referred to in paragraph (3) of this 
Article that he may not influence the voter's choice with his help. 

The voting referred to in paragraph (I) of this Article shall be recorded in the minutes 
by the Electoral Board." 

Article 50 

"Voters who are not at their place of residence on Election Day due to their military 
service or military maneuvers shall cast their vote at their military unit, organization, 
institution or unit. 

Voters who on Election Day are serving a prison sentence or are in custody shall vote 
in the penitentiary institutions. 

Having received the lists of voters referred to in paragraphs (I) and (2) of this Anicle, 
the Municipal Election Commission is obliged to send them immediately to the 
military units, organizations, institutions, unit where the voters are serving their 
military service or doing their military maneuvers, as well as the penitentiary 
institutions where the voters are serving their prison sentences or are in custody. 

The elections for the voters referred to in paragraphs (I) and (2) of this Anicle shall 
be carried out by the Electoral Board of the nearest polling unit, one day before the 
Election Day, and the representatives of the list submitters are notified thereof with a 
view to their being present at the voting. 

The Electoral Board shall prepare separate minutes for the voting referred to In 

paragraph (4) of this Article. 

The minutes and election material shall be submitted to the corresponding Election 
Commissions after the completion of the voting." 

2. Determining Results from the Voting at the Polling Stations 

Article 52 

After the voting has ended, without interruption, the election board in presence of the 
representatives of the candidates shall immediately proceed with determination of the 
results for which composes minutes. 

The results of the voting are determined in a manner that the election board firstly 
counts the unused ballots and puts them in a special envelope, which is sealed. Then, 
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based on the excerpt of the Voters' List detennines the total number of voters who 
voted and proceeds with opening of the ballot box and counting of the votes. 

In the minutes mentioned in paragraph I of this article the election board enters: the 
number of voters in the area of the polling station based on the Voters' List, the 
number of voters who voted based on the number of ballots, the number of voters 
who voted only with personal ID card or passport, the number of the invalid ballots, 
and the number of votes given separately for the lists of candidates and for mayor. 
The potential remarks given by members of the election board and representatives of 
candidates are also included in the minutes. The Minutes are signed by the president 
and the members of the election board. 

The election board shall submit the Minutes and the other election material to the 
election commission within 5 hours after the end of the voting procedure, and each 
representative of candidates shall receive a copy. 

After the end of the activities referred to in paragraphs 2, 3 and 4 of this article, the 
election board shall announce primary results from the voting at the polling station. 

Article 58 

The Election Commission, in the presence of the representatives of the candidates, 
shall make Minutes about its work, where the following shall especially be entered: 
the number of voters in the municipality, or the city of Skopje, registered in the 
Voters' List; the number of the voters who voted; the number of invalid ballots; the 
total number of votes received by each list of candidates, by designating the name of 
the political party and the number of votes cast for the lists. 

Each member of the Election Commission and each representative of candidates may 
give hislher remarks, which he/she shall enter in the Minutes in hislher handwriting. 
The Minutes shall be signed by the president and the members of the Election 
Commission, while a copy of the Minutes shall be given to each representative of the 
candidates. 

X. MONITORING THE ELECTIONS 

Article 70 

The elections and the election procedure may be monitored by international 
associations and organizations, within the frames of the assumed responsibilities from 
the international agreements ratified by the Republic of Macedonia in accordance 
with the Constitution, as well as registered organizations and associations in the 
Republic for the protection of human rights and liberties. 

The State Election Commission shall issue authorization to the subjects referred to in 
the paragraph I of this article and to the public media. These persons with 
authorization shall have a right to freely move on the territory of the Republic of 
Macedonia and to follow all activities performed during the election campaign and on 
the day of the elections. 
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CRIMES AGAINST ELECTIONS AND VOTING 
(Criminal Code "Official Gazette" no. 37/96; 80/99 and 4/02) 
(Translation source - www.mlrc.org.mk) 

Article 158 - Preventing elections and voting 

(I) A person who by using force, serious threat or in some other way makes 
impossible or prevents the holding of elections or voting, or makes 
impossible or prevents the determining or publication of the results from 
the voting, shall be punished with imprisonment of six months to five 
years, 

(2) If the crime from item I is committed in an organized manner, or on the 
territory of two or more electorates, the offender shall be punished with 
imprisonment of one to ten years. 

Article 159 - Violation of the voting right 

(I) A member of an electoral board, electoral commission, board for 
conducting a referendum, or some other official person who in the 
performing of his duty in connection with elections or voting, with the 
intention of making it impossible for another to execute his electoral right, 
unlawfully does not register him in the voting list or in the list of 
candidates, or erases him from a voting list or from a list of candidates, or 
in some other way deprives the voter of the right to elect, to be elected, or 
to vote, shall be punished with a fine or with imprisonment of up to one 
year. 

(2) The punishment from item I shall also apply to a member of an 
electoral board, electoral commission, or board for conducting a 
referendum, or some other official person, who in the performing of his 
duty in connection with the elections or voting enables another in an 
unlawful manner to use the voting right, even though knowing that this 
person does not have such a right. 

(3) The attempt is punishable, 

Article 160 - Violation of the voter's freedom of choice 

(I) A person who by using force, serious threat, deceit or in some other 
manner forces or prevents another from realizing or not realizing, or 
realizing his voting right in a specific sense, shall be punished with a fine, 
or with imprisonment of up to one year. 

(2) If the crime from item I is committed by a member of an electoral 
board, an electoral committee, a board for conducting a referendum, or 
some other official person, when performing his duty in connection with 
the elections or voting, he shall be punished with imprisonment of three 
months to three years. 

(3) The attempt is punishable, 
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Article 161 - Misuse of the voting right 

(I) A person who, at elections or in voting, votes instead of another or 
votes more than once, shall be punished with a fine or with imprisonment 
of up to one year. 

(2) The punishment from item I shall apply also to a person who 
participates in elections or voting even though he knows he does not have a 
voting right. 

(3) The attempt is punishable. 

Article 162 - Bribery at elections and voting 

(I) A person who offers, gives or promises a present or some other personal 
benefit to a person with voting right, with the intention of attracting this 
person to perform or not to perform the voting right, or to perform it in a 
certain sense, shall be punished with a fine, or with imprisonment of up to 
three years. 

(2) The punishment from item I shall also apply to a person with voting 
right who requests for himself a present or some other benefit, or who 
receives a present or some other benefit, in order to perform or not to 
perform the voting right, or to perform it in a certain sense. 

Article 163 - Violation of the confidentiality of voting 

(I) A person who violates confidentiality at elections or at voting shall be 
punished with a fine, or with imprisonment of up to six months. 

(2) If the crime from item I is committed by a member of an electoral 
board, an electoral committee, a board for conducting a referendum, or 
some other official person, when performing his duty in connection with 
the elections or voting, he shall be punished with a fine or with 
imprisonment of up to three years. 

(3) The punishment from item 2 shall apply also to a person who by using 
force, serious threat, or by using the official, work or economic dependence 
and in some other manner, obtains from another to tell him whether he had 
voted, or how he had voted. 

Article 164 - Destruction of electoral documents 

(I) A person who destroys, covers up, damages, changes or in any other 
way makes unusable a document, book or papers which serves in the 
elections or in the voting, shall be punished with a fine or with 
imprisonment of up to one year. 

(2) If the crime from item I is committed by a member of an electoral 
board, an electoral committee, a board for conducting a referendum, or 
some other official person, when performing his duty in connection with 
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the elections or voting, he shall be punished with a fine or with 
imprisonment of up to three years. 

Article 165 - Electoral deceit 

A member of a electoral board, an electoral committee, a board . for 
conducting a referendum, or some other official person, when performing 
his duty in connection with the elections or voting, who during elections or 
voting changes the number of the cast votes by adding or subtracting one or 
more voting papers, or changes the number of votes during counting or 
when announcing the results from the elections or voting, by adding or 
subtracting one or more votes, shall be punished with imprisonment of 
three months to five years.
