2. There are three kinds of initiated ballot questions:

a.

INITIATED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT: This is a petition pro-
posing to amend, repeal, or add to provisions in the South
Dakota State Constitution. The petition must have signatures
of registered voters equal to ten per cent of the total vote
for governor in the last gubernatorial election and must be
filed in the Secretary of State's office by November 8, 1987,
to be included on the 1988 general election ballet (S. D.
Constitution, Art. XXIIIL, Sec. 1).

INITIATED MEASURE: This is a petition to add to, amend or
repeal existing state statutes. Initiative petitions must

be filed in the office of the Secretary of State prior to the
close of the 1988 legislative session to be included on the
1988 general election ballot {SDCL 2-1-2). The petition must
have signatures of registered voters equal to five per cent
of the total vote for governor in the last gubernatorial
election obtained within one year prior to filing the sig-
natures with the Secretary of State {SDCL 2-1-1).

. REFERRED LAW: This is a petition to prevent a measure passed

by the Legislature from becoming effective. [t must have
signatures of registered voters equal to five per cent of the
total vote for governor in the last gubernatorial election
and must be filed within 90 days of adjournment of the
legislative session in which the measure was passed. (SDCL
2-1-4). Measures which may be necessary for the fmmediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or
support of the state government and its existing public in-
stitutions are not subject to referendum.

3. Forms for petitions have been prescribed by the State Board of
Elections according to law and are available from the office of the
Secretary of State.
