and sustain public faith in elections.

To strengthen our efforts in 2020-24, IFES will innovate more data-driven programs, 
facilitate global information-sharing and design new tools and methods that build 
trust in election results.

Adapting technology to advance — not degrade — democracy and elections is both 
a universal responsibility and complex challenge. IFES will do its part by: 

	y Delivering technology and information integrity solutions for civic engagement and 
electoral management;

	y Working with electoral stakeholders to counter hate speech and use social media 
to promote tolerance, accessibility and inclusivity;

	y Researching the evolving relationship between elections and technology, and 
developing cybersecurity and disinformation toolkits.

In 2020-24, IFES will achieve these goals with the support of the Technology for 
Democracy (T4D) Fund and its dedicated technology team.
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The T4D Fund supports IFES efforts to develop 
tools and conduct research on the positive use 
of technology in democracy and elections. Core 
contributors to the T4D Fund include social 
media and technology companies.
